New buildings

ty and avoid the architecturd barriers
that people with disabilities confront
in many older buildings Thisiswhy
the ADA reguiresdl new public
accommodationsand commercid
fecilitiesto comply with desgn gan-
dardscaled the ADA Sandardsfor
Accessble Desgn (ADA Sandads).
Thexe Sandards make buildings and
fecilitiesusable by peoplewho ae
blind or desf or havelimited dexterity
or gragping ability, aswell aspeople
who have mobility imparments

Theam isto ensuretha dl
commercid buildingsand fecilities
built in the U nited Satessnce 1992
are accessbleto and usable by every-
one, including people with disbilities
The ADA stsaccessbility dandards
for parking lots ddewdks, entrances
corridors, rooms, srvice counters, toi-
let facilities, handles and switches,
public tdephones and many other fea
tures Complyingwith the ADA
Sandardsdlows cusomersor
employeeswho have disabilitiesto
enter abuilding or dte, move through
the hdlsor circulation paths access
the aeaswhere goodsand srvicesare
provided or wherethey perform ther
work, and usethe retrooms and
other amenitiesthat are provided.

When ADA requirementsare
met during condruction, the addition-
a cog of the accessble featuresis gen-
erdly minimd. In contrad, retrofits
done ater condruction can bevery
expensve and digruptive That iswhy
it isimportant for busnessesto
remind ther architectsand contrac-

torsabout theimportance of comply-
ingwith the ADA, expeddly a the
early sages of planning aproject.
Requirements for new con-
struction

All newly condructed buildings
and fadlities used by busnessesand
nonprofit agenciesmus comply with
the ADA Sandards These Sandards
Pecify what dements and gaces mug
be accessble, how many of aparticu-
lar dement mus be accessble, and
how to make gpaces and dements
accessble
Additions

When abuilding isexpanded, the
completely new spacesor dements
tha are condructed aspart of the
addition mug mest the ADA
Sandards for new condruction. The
term “addition” refersto any expan-
gon, extengon, or increaein the
grossfloor areaof an exiging building
or fadlity. An accessbleroutefrom
the exiging pace to the added gpaceis
usudly required.

Renovating, remodeling, or
altering an existing building

Busnesssrenovate, remodd, or
dte ther gpacesdl thetime The
ADA ussstheterm “dteraion” to
mean any changeto an exiging build-
ing or fecility that affectsusability.
Thisincludes remodding, renovation,
rearrangement in sructurd parts and
changesor rearrangement of walsand
full-height partitions The ADA does
not consder norma maintenance,
reroofing, painting, walpapering,
adbedosremovad, or changesto dectri-
cd and mechanicd sygemsto bedter-
aionsunlessthey afect usability.

TheADA law requirestha
when abudgnessdtersan exiging facil-
ity in away tha afectsusability, the
aessor dementsbeing dtered mus
comply with theADA Sandards
which are not dwaysasdrict asthe
gandards for new congruction The
gandards, however, mugt be complied
with “to the maximum extent feas-
ble”

The route and amenities that
serve a primary function area

A core concept in determining if
abuildingisaccessbleor not isthe
path aperson travesin getting from
the parking area or sdewdk into the
building, to theareaswhere he or she
worksor isserved asacusomer, and
to therestrooms and other amenities
that are provided in thefacility.

When aprimary function areais
dtered, the path of travd to the
dtered areaand the amenities srving
the dtered aeamud be made access-
ble unlessthe cogsfor these changes
aredigoroportionae The codsfor the
added dterationsare conddered dis
proportionateif they exceed 20 per-
cent of the cog of the overdl dter-
ation. In thiscase, you should make as
many of the changesasyou can with-
out going over the 20 percent limit.
Usethisorder of priority: entrance;
routeto the primary function areg; a
leest one unisex retroom or onered-
room for eech sx srvingthe areg;
public telephones srving the areg;
drinking fountains srving the areg;
other dements

Exceptions: (1) When the only
featuresbeing dtered in aprimary
function area are the windows, hard-
ware controls dectricd outlets, or
sgnage, thereisno requirement to
make the additiona improvements
discussed above. (2) When smply
removing barriers (esdiscussed in les
0n 4), thereisno requirement to
make the additionad improvements
discussd above.
